Priority theme of Dispatch 2017-2020 Food security and nutrition 

Definition (description, specification, quali-
fication) 

Nutrition relevant laws, policies, strategies and plans 
concern all dimensions of nutrition, such as agriculture, 
food, health, water, education, gender. 

Nutrition relevant laws, policies, strategies, plans are: 

 Agricultural: incentives to increase the production 
quantity and variety of fruits, vegetables and protein 
sources such as milk, eggs, insects, pulses and 
small livestock (not just staple crops such as maize, 
rice, wheat, etc.), facilitating integrated pest man-
agement to reduce negative impact on human health 
and environment (e.g. drinking water quality). 

 Food: regulating food marketing to children, promot-
ing reduction of salt, trans- and saturated fats in pro-
cessed food, promoting breastfeeding, diverse diets, 
fortification and supplementation programs, promo-
tion of healthy eating habits, particularly for infant 
and young children, promoting transparent food la-
belling, improving access to diverse and healthy di-
ets. 

 Health:  Assuring nutrition sensitive health services, 
like promoting and facilitating breastfeeding, promot-
ing healthy diet, reducing anaemia in women of re-
productive age, reducing low birth weight of infants, 
reducing stunting in children. 

 Water and sanitation: improving access to good 
quality drinking water, better water management to 
avoid water borne human diseases, improved ac-
cess to hand washing facilities. 

 Education: Including nutrition in the school curricula, 
promoting nutritious school feeding programs, hand 
washing facilities at schools, promoting nutrition spe-
cific interventions like deworming, iron folic acid for 
school age students. 

 Gender: Promoting gender equality, addressing 
women’s time availability and decision power for 
care practices and food preparation, promoting need 
based food distribution across gender. 

Developed is defined in this case as: 

 There is a document existing for all categories. Laws 
are approved by parliament and policies, strategies 
and plans are approved by the respective Ministry. 

The case is well made for the importance of nutrition 
relevant policies for improving nutrition, latest in the 
Global Nutrition Report 2016, but also by scientific evi-
dence and UN Organisations like FAO, WHO, etc.
