Connecting Resolution 1325 with SDG 5 and 16: A critical review on
National Action Plans

This workshop will give an overview on current debates in the Women
Peace and Security (WPS) agenda and UNSCR 1325 (2000), with a
particular focus on the links to SDG 5 and 16 and National Action Plans
(NAPs) as a major tool for implementing the Res 1325.

Last year saw not only the adoption of the Agenda 2030, but also the
15 years anniversary of Res 1325. While there is more awareness on
the importance of gender equality in peace and security policy and
respective policies are in place, a substantive participation of women
in peacebuilding and the protection of women’s rights in conflicts
remain major challenges. With SDG 5 and 16, we can combine Res
1325 with a long term gender-responsive peacebuilding& statebuilding
strategies.

Switzerland has adopted its first NAP in 2007, and also some of our
partner countries have NAPs. At the workshop, we will make a critical
review on NAPs as an instrument to implement Res 1325. Participants
will share their experience with NAPs in their countries and discuss if
and how National Action Plans promote gender equality in fragile or
conflict countries.
