One year after the adoption, the Cities Alliance JWP on
Habitat 11l seeks to support members and partners in sharing approaches, exchanging tools and collaborating towards
the integrated implementation, follow-up and review of the New Urban Agenda and the SDGs in and within cities.
Within a wider process on the future position of SDC in the context of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development,
a number of SDC thematic networks are currently leading a “Learning Journey on Urban and Peri-urban Development
Dynamics” with view to identifying potential avenues for SDC in the area of sustainable urban development.
